I am a psychologist, specialized in the practice of general psychology. I have known Joe and Jane Doe since 12/22/2004. Ms. Janet Doe, LCSW referred the couple to me. They are planning to adopt their son in January of 2005. He is approximately six months of age. I have not met the child.

The Does are expected to be very loving, caring parents and will give their son exposure to educational opportunities that would benefit him/her.

I have done a complete psychologist evaluation of the Does and have determined that each of them is clear thinking, sound of mind, and have very good judgment.

Neither Joe nor Jane Doe has ever had a problem with inappropriate anger or irritability. Inappropriate anger has not been a problem in their work environment or their personal lives.
